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Plastic formliners MUST be stored at a temperature range of 55° to 85° Fahrenheit. Failure to do so will result in permanent distortion to these plastic formliners and
will warrant them both unusable and destroyed. Therefore, AP Thermoforming will NOT assume any liability for damaged formliners caused from improper storage
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A noticeable seam will occur if not properly sealed when stacking liners.
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
